IMPERIAL PUBLIC LIBRARY (CITY OF IMPERIAL), AND
IMPERIAL COUNTY FREE LIBRARY SYSTEM (ICFL)

THIS MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (“MOU”) is made and entered into

this , 2009, by and between the Brawley Public Library (City of Brawley),

Camarena Memorial Library (City of Calexico), El Centro Public Library (City of El Centro),
Imperial Public Library (City of Imperial) and Imperial County Free Library System (ICFL), all
located in the County of Imperial (a political subdivision of the State of California).

This MOU continues the Imperial County Library Literacy Coalition (“Coalition™), a
partnership by and among the Brawley Public Library, Camarena Memorial Library, El Centro
Public Library, Imperial Public Library, and Imperial County Free Library System, establishing a
County-wide adult library-based literacy program, called “LEARN IV.”. The Coalition is
composed of the libraries listed below and ICFL, which will act as the lead agency. The Brawley
Public Library, Carmarena Memorial Library, El Centro Public Library and the Imperial Public
Library, all of the “Member Libraries”, will contribute their time, efforts and finances to ensure
that a successful adult literacy program is implemented. Such program will be consistent v&}ith
the requirements of the California Library Literacy Services (“CLLS™) program.

1. Responsibilities of Imperial County Free Library

The following are responsibilities and duties of the Imperial County Free Library:

a. Meet regularly with representatives of the Member Libraries and act as the lead
agency on behalf of LEARN IV.

b. Act as the fiscal and contracting agent for LEARN IV.

¢. Work with LEARN IV to submit grant information to potential funding sources.

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d. Contract with the appropriate agency or agencies to provide services for the literacy
program.

e. Participate inr an annual review and reconsideration of the literacy needs of the
Coalition members.

f.  This MOU is valid and enforceable only if sufficient funds are made available by the
appropriate budget act for the purposes of this MOU. If sufficient funds are not
appropriated, it shall be invalid and of no further force and effect. In that event, the
budget of LEARN IV will be reduced or eliminated, correspondingly.

2. Responsibilities of Member Libraries

The following are responsibilities and duties of the member libraries:
a. Meet regularly with representatives of the ICFL and cooperate with the ICFL with
regard to transparent provision of library literacy services. |
b. Provide a facility for the tutoring programs.
c. Assess each library’s requirements and available funding for offering other literacy
programs and eligibility for California State Libfary funding such aé Families for
Literacy, ELLI or LLABS.
d. Participate in an annual review and reconsideration of the literacy needs of the
Imperial Valley.
3. Term
This MOU shall remain in effect for one (1) year from the date first written above and
renew annually. Any member may withdraw by p1°oviding thirty (30) days prior, written notice to
all of the other members. All members may terminate this MOU upon written consent of all

members.

Residents in the vicinity of 576 Snapdragon Way complained about a larger workshop (accessory
structure) being constructed. The structure received the necessary permits and complies with
applicable zoning regulations. Although residents complained about other issues related to the
structure (e.g., building material and possible industrial usage), the main issue that must be
addressed is the height restriction.

ORDINANCE NO. 757

URGENCY ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF IMPERIAL ESTABLISHING A HEIGHT LIMIT ON
ACCESSORY STRUCTURES IN R-1 ZONES

The City Council of the City of Imperial does ordain as follows:

SECTION 1: Section 24.03.120 A. of Chapter 24 of the Imperial Municipal Code is hereby amended to
read as follows:

Findings. The City Council finds that there is a current and immediate threat to the public health,
safety or welfare. The basis for such finding is that the current height limit on accessory structures in R-
1 zones is 35 feet which is not consistent with the residential character of R-1 zones. The City wishes to
consider an appropriate height limit and review process for accessory structures exceeding a certain
height. Pending such analysis, this ordinance is intended to establish a more restrictive height limit for
accessory structures in R-1 zones. Without such interim prohibition under Government Code Section
65858, development could occur which is inconsistent with zoning, general plan or specific plan
requirements ultimately adopted.

SECTION 2: Fffective Date. This ordinance is adopted on an urgency basis and shall be effective
immediately upon adoption. Prior to the expiration of fifteen (15) days from the passage thereof, this
ordinance shall be published at least once in a newspaper of general circulation printed and published in
the County of Imperial, together with the names of the members of the City Council voting for and
against the same.

SECTION 3: Alterative Effective Date. This ordinance shall take effect and shall be in force thirty (30)
days after the date of adoption, and prior to the expiration of fifteen (15) days from the passage thereof,
shall be published at least once in a newspaper of general circulation printed and published in the County
of Imperial, together with the names of the members of the City Council voting for and against the same.
