BACKGROUND/SUMMARY:

On Monday, January 30", Public Services responded to a reported sinkhole near a storm drain diverter
box at the Sky Ranch Park (Boley Field and Sandalwood Glenn). The Parks department had confirmed
they had filled it twice before. Upon inspection, the sinkhole seemed to be 4" in depth and 5" in diameter.
Upon further investigation, the sink hole has measured to 14" in depth and 8' in diameter. The surrounding
banks have and continued to cave in causing a public safety issue. Public Services has since blocked oil
the area and has determined the cause to be a result of collapsing lines in the City's storm drain system, in
that area. We are currently working with local construction company to resolve and make needed repairs
to correct the issue.
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
